2025-2026 

 
All residents will need to bring the following:  
• Clothes, coat, hat, gloves, etc. 
• Bedding, pillows, and mattress cover for an XL 

twin bed  
• Towels, washcloths, and personal toiletries  

• First aid items and any prescribed medications  
• Hangers, laundry hamper, laundry detergent 

(there is no charge for using the laundry room 
washers and dryers)

 
All residents may bring the following:  
• Pictures and decorative accessories (you are 

responsible for any damage caused by hanging 
decorations) 

• Laptop or computer (free Wi-Fi is available) 
• Smart television (cable is not available) 
 

 
 

• Speakers, radio, alarm clock, or any other 
electronics  

• Fan (air conditioning is available) 
• Backpack, notebooks, pens, etc.  
• Sports equipment for use at the college facilities  
 

Each suite will also need the following. Please consult your suitemates to arrange if each resident will bring 
these items or if you will be sharing:
• Toilet plunger 
• Toilet paper 
• Shower liner (about 60” x 78”) 
• Shower rings 
• Cleaning supplies 
• Mop and broom 

• Vacuum 
• Garbage can 
• Garbage bags 
• Dishes and silverware 
• Pots and Pans 
• Groceries 

 

Please note that the following are NOT ALLOWED in Housing Village!  
 

• Pets (including fish and reptiles) 
• Alcohol, narcotics, any product containing 

THC, and alcohol or narcotic paraphernalia - 
regardless of age!  

• Any type of weapon (or anything resembling a 
weapon) including tasers, paintball and airsoft 
guns, pocket, hunting, and tactical knives, etc.  

• Microwaves and mini-fridges (a microwave and 
refrigerator are provided)  

• Any type of grill, including George Foreman 
grills (an oven and stove are provided)  

• Toaster ovens, air fryers, pressure cookers, 
and any other appliances with a heating 
element (coffee makers are acceptable) 
 

• Space heaters or air conditioners (heating and 
air conditioning are provided)  

• Multi-wall plugs and extension cords 
(extension cords with surge protectors are 
acceptable)  

• Halogen bulbs and multi-arm lamps  
• String lights (plug-in and battery operated)  
• Tapestries and flags 
• Candles, incense burners, and wax melters  
• Lighters, matches, and flammable liquids  
• Fireworks  
• Individual wireless modems (Wi-Fi is provided)  
• Bicycles, skateboards, and hoverboards 
• Dart boards with metal darts
