Accessibility Checklist for Faculty to Ask Publishers
Use the following checklist when inquiring about the accessibility of digital content provided by publishers. This will help ensure that materials are usable by all students, including those with disabilities.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Is the content compatible with screen readers?
· Are videos captioned and/or transcripts provided?
· Can all functionality be accessed using a keyboard (keyboard navigation)?
· Do all images include descriptive alt text?
· Is a VPAT (Voluntary Product Accessibility Template) available?
· Is there an accessibility statement or documentation available?
· Are tables structured with proper headers for screen reader navigation?
· Is the content tested for compliance with WCAG 2.2 standards?
· Can font size and color contrast be adjusted by the user?
· Is the content accessible on mobile devices and tablets?
